Focus Provision for children with Autistic Spectrum Disorder
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Opened in September 2017, Ocker Hill Academy’s Focus Provision offers 10 places for children with a diagnosis of Autistic Spectrum Disorder. Our refurbished provision offers a specialist environment in which children with ASD can thrive. We have a long and proud tradition of children with special needs making outstanding academic and pastoral progress. Our highly trained staff work extremely closely with specialist teachers from the local authority and parents to implement bespoke programmes of work for each child. 

Our Environment
Our focus provision is located on our academy grounds, adjacent to our main academy building. When our site manager retired in 2017, his on-site house was converted into a specialist environment to specifically meet the needs of children with ASD. Purpose built rooms include flexible classroom space for both individual and small group work, a wet room, shower facilities and a sensory room. The focus provision also has a large garden which has been recently transformed into a wonderful outdoor space for the children. While the environment is idea for children with ASD, it is always our intention for every child to spend as much time in the mainstream aspect of school as is possible. Every child, with adult support, is encouraged to play as big a role as possible in every aspect school life with their class (academically, socially and trips). 
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Our Staff
Every member of staff working in the focus provision has a rich history of working with children with ASD. They work extremely closely with specialist teachers from the local authority, our in-house speech and language therapist and SENCo to deliver bespoke programmes of work aimed at supporting both pastoral and academic progress. Most importantly, the staff meet regularly with the parents of children in the focus provision. Parents constantly provide invaluable support to staff on how to get the best out of their children. 

How to gain a place in the Focus Provision
Children must have a formal diagnosis of Autism and an Education and Health Care Plan to be considered for a place. The first step is to discuss your child’s placement with their current school. If you feel that a focus provision place may be appropriate, discussing the placement at your child’s annual review is the next step. During the annual review, agencies will discuss provision, and if appropriate a request for a focus provision place can be made through the annual review or Education and Health Care Plan assessment to Sandwell SEND Services. The request will then go to resource panel who will review it against their banding criteria for specialist provision. They will then decide whether they can offer a Focus Provision Place. If the place is granted, parents, schools and external agencies will liaise to provide a transition plan that meets the needs of each individual child. 

Focus Provision Curriculum
Using Pre-Key Stage Assessment objectives, children’s learning needs in all subject areas are catered for from 18 months old to an emerging Year 3 level. Pupils working above these levels study objectives from our Year 3 to 6 progression maps (available on our website). The children study the same curriculum themes as mainstream classes, enabling them to build on their learning whether in Focus Provision or mainstream classes.

· Gives a simple explanation why something will happen

· Gives a simple explanation why something happened

· Describes the quality of an object using appropriate language, e.g. big/small

· Describes the changes they observed when questioned directly

· Makes simple comparisons, e.g. between materials

· Completes a simple chart to show their findings, e.g. puts pictures of trees in one pile and pictures of flowers in another

· Records data through pictures, e.g. weather information using pictures of the sun and rain

· Makes a simple pictorial representation of what they have done

· Sorts objects using a magnet

· Uses the term “magnetic” to describe materials

· Experiments using different surfaces to roll objects along, e.g. sandpaper, plastic, etc. Identifies things that roll, slide and fly

· Classifies the action of magnets under the given headings of repelling and attracting with some support

· Makes a prediction about whether a material is magnetic

· Responds to the term 'gravity', e.g. when commenting on any object falling to the ground

· Shows how pushing and pulling can change the shape of an object, e.g. using malleable material

· Sorts objects by how they move, e.g. forwards/backwards, around-and-around, up/down, etc.

· Suggests why different surfaces might be easier or more difficult to pull an item across

· Observes and comments on the effect of natural elements, e.g. wind, water, etc

· Identifies that the Sun creates light

· Describes how different weather might affect them/what they wear

· Lists the things they see, hear and feel in different seasons

· Describes different weather they have experienced

· Describes the weather using appropriate language, e.g. sunny, rainy, etc.

· Connects the idea that planets are all approximately spherical

· Points to sea/lands on globe

· Refers to our planet as 'Earth'

· Indicates that the Sun appears to move across the sky

· Labels a picture of the Earth, Moon and Sun

· Names colours consistently

· Draws the direction of light from different sources, e.g. car headlights

· Recognises that objects cannot be seen in darkness

· Indicates that a shadow has changed position

· Sorts pictures of light sources into groups to show where they can be found, e.g. at home or in the street

· Indicates that dark and light are opposites

· Investigates the change in position of a shadow
